Dear Northern Virginia Senators and Delegates:

As the community and government relations arm for over 100 Jewish organizations in our region,
we thank you for your ongoing support of our legislative and budget priorities, as well as your
efforts to ensure that Virginia remains safe and a place where all communities can grow and
thrive.

With the 2021 Session underway, we write now to share our legislative priorities and the specific
legislation we support. In addition to our year-round work to secure funds to support our network of
Northern Virginia agencies that provide excellent cost-effective social services to the community at-
large on a non-sectarian basis, we also support the legislation that aims to better our Commonwealth
for all of her citizens and residents. While we support many of the bills you have introduced, we have
highlighted a few below:

Fighting Poverty and COVID-19 Relief:

« HB 2016 Paid family and medical leave program (Ayala)

e HB 2124 COVID-19; DMAS to deem testing, treatment, and vaccination to be
emergency services (Lopez)

o HB 2203 Virginia agriculture food assistance program and fund; established and
created (Filler-Corn)

o SB 1159 Use of sick leave for the care of immediate family members (Favola)

e SB 1228 Virginia equal pay act; civil penalties (Boysko)

e SB 1327 Housing bill of rights; housing protections; foreclosures; manufactured

Security for Faith-Based Institutions:

e Budget line item 406N: Competitive grants to localities to combat hate crimes,
including but not limited to target hardening activities, contractual security services, critical
technology infrastructure, cybersecurity resilience activates, monitoring, inspection and
screening systems; security-related training for employed or volunteer security staff; and
terrorism awareness training for employees.
